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Tideline Partners Unveils Striking 60-ft Mural,
a New Jewel in Vista's Vibrant Arts and Culture District
Internationally acclaimed artist, Joram Roukes, inaugurates Found Loft’s artist-in-residence program with captivating portrayal of exploration in new mural, the tallest in North County.

 
March 20, 2022 (San Diego) – Today, Tideline Partners premiered a stunning 60-foot mural in Vista’s bourgeoning Arts and Culture District, adorning the side of its newest apartment community, Found Lofts. Painted by the internationally acclaimed Dutch artist, Joram Roukes, the mural’s unveiling was celebrated with a ribbon-cutting ceremony and a community open house. Vista’s Mayor Judy Ritter, members of Vista's City Council, and Mel Vernon, Captain of the San Luis Rey Band of Mission Indians, joined Roukes and Lev Gershman, founder and managing partner of Tideline Partners, at the event.

Roukes is widely celebrated for his large-scale paintings and his work has been shown in galleries across the globe, including Los Angeles, New York, London, and Paris. His art often pulls from popular culture, global affairs and personal experience to create stirring juxtopositions of images, abstract narratives and figures that evoke introspection. Roukes was invited to participate as the first in Found Loft’s artist-in-residence program, which provides housing for visiting artists in exchange for sharing visual or performing art with the community.

The 60-foot mural is his latest work and plays on the free spirit of exploration and journey of discovery. Viewers will marvel at the mural’s scale, vibrant colors, and surreal composition, but may not immediately realize the piece’s deeper meanings. Inspired by the rich local history and storytelling of the San Luis Rey Band of Mission Indians, the mural features symbols with special meaning to the tribe’s members and characters from the tribe’s story, ‘How Coyote Killed Frog.’ “We wholeheartedly support the project's efforts to reflect the true history of this region and our peoples,” said Mel Vernon, Captain of the San Luis Rey Band of Mission Indians. Adding, “…we salute the City’s—as well as the leaders at Found Lofts—commitment to being inclusive of our Tribe as we celebrate the arts and culture of our community.” 

Providing some context for the event, Gershman explained, “In 2016, we set out to build a project that supported the vision of Vista’s Community Plan and newly formed Arts District, delivered lower cost micro-units, and provided residents a quality home with access to EV and bike resources. When we set out on this journey, we never expected to break ground during the onset of a global pandemic, have the opportunity to learn from and elevate the beautiful culture of the San Luis Rey Band of Mission Indians, or work with a world-renowned artist. It’s been an incredible experience that’s enriched us with new friends and partners, and we are deeply grateful for this opportunity.” He added, “Tideline has a mission of making places better. We solve to create economic value, cultivate community and protect the environment, and Found Lofts is a reflection of this.” 

Found Lofts is located at 516 S. Santa Fe Ave. Vista, CA. The 42-unit loft-style apartment community gives residents access to ample EV and bike parking, smart home technology, maker garage, rooftop deck, and inspiring artist-in-residence program. Tideline hopes this artist-in-residence program will attract more local and national artists to the region to engage with the local Vista arts community and share their work.
